Rabbi Carol Glass Received Doctor of Divinity at
HUC-JIR Graduation Ceremony in New York

After graduating Barnard College, receiving an MA from JTS, and spending time at
Pardes Institute in Jerusalem, Rabbi Glass was ordained in 1984 at HUC-JIR/NY. After
ordination, she worked in Hillel for a number of years winning awards for programming
on Arab-Jewish relations and later on Black-Jewish relations.
