Confirmation Coordinator at Temple Israel, Minneapolis, received a Doctor of Jewish 
Religious Education, honoris causa, from the Hebrew Union College-Jewish Institute 
of Religion (HUC-JIR).  The degree was granted at HUC-JIR’s New York Graduation 
ceremony on Thursday, April 30, 2009 at Congregation Emanu-El of the City of New 
York. 
 
Rabbi David Ellenson, Ph.D., announced HUC-JIR alumni recipients who were 
awarded honorary Doctorates of Divinity, Music, Jewish Religious Education, and 
Jewish Communal Service, as well as the Founders' Medallion, in recognition of their 25 
years of distinguished professional service. 
 
Rabbi Ellenson said, “Wendy Robinson Schwartz's personal involvement in life cycle 
events in her community has encouraged her congregational members to explore their 
commitment to mitzvot, ritual, and Jewish learning.  She has been an active voice in her 
communities for the advancement of Jewish Education.” 
 
Schwartz, RHSOE ’84, graduated from Brandeis University in 1984 and received a 
Master of Science in Elementary Education and Museum Education from Bank Street
