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Trainees of the Prophetic/Ecstatic Kabbalah School, which started in 13th century Spain, were said to 
reach a supreme spiritual level, comparable to that of a prophet or the Supra-Philosopher, gaining 
access to the upper spheres of existence and to the realm of the Divine. Haim O. Rechnitzer will discuss 
the tension between magical practice and the mystical quest for these seekers of knowledge.
